FATHER ANTHONY’S FAITH FORMATION CORNER 
The Fourth Sunday of Easter: “Good Shepherd” Sunday 

 
     The Fourth Sunday of Easter has been known as “Good Shepherd” Sunday for the last 
few decades: as the Gospel readings on this Sunday are always taken from the tenth chap-
ter of St. John’s Gospel, with the image of Jesus as the Good Shepherd. The Church has 
also dedicated this Sunday to pray for priestly and religious vocations worldwide… As I re-
flect on the concept of the “Good Shepherd,” I remember a line from Pope Francis a few 
years ago: namely, that priests, or shepherds, have to go out of themselves and be able to 
“smell like the sheep.” I believe that is a very good description of what it means to be a good 
shepherd—although I must confess that I have not always completely gone out of myself in 
my own ministry!  

     What does it mean to have the smell of the sheep? I think it means that a shepherd must be able to enter into the “messy reality” 
of the flock; for we live a very complex world, morally and otherwise. While this statement by Pope Francis may seem radically new to 
some, it presents nothing really new. In his first letter to the Corinthians (9:16-23), St. Paul similarly says that he has become “all to 
all” in order to gain all back to the Lord. In his task of becoming all to all, Paul himself must have smelled like members of his flock at 
times. Like St. Paul, a good Catholic minister/shepherd should possess some type of flexibility in order to adapt accordingly to the 
different needs of the community. A very challenging task for any minister, indeed!    
   In addition to St. Paul, I believe that Vietnamese Catholics have a similar statement to the Pope’s: namely that a priest is like a bride 
married to a hundred families. This saying means that a bride, once married, loses her identity as she takes on her husband’s family’s 
identity. A priest is like that bride: but married to a hundred families; and therefore, losing his identity one hundred times! Well, I am 
not saying that I have no identity/life of my own. Quite the contrary, I live my own life and am my own man. However, as a public per-
son, and being married to many families, a shepherd must take into account the particular circumstances of all those families. While it 
is impossible to “please” everybody, as a Church, we have to try our best to become all things to all people, so as to win them over to 
the Lord. Being married to so many families, again, I am sure that any good shepherd must smell like members of his flock at times. 
     However, all that I have presented so far is only superficial. There is something greater, and at the heart of our Christian faith: the 
doctrine of the Incarnation. What distinguishes Christianity from other major world religions is precisely the belief that in Jesus Christ, 
God has become human and taken on human flesh; thus, entering into the “messiness” of our condition. This idea can be utterly in-
comprehensible for other believers. For example, for the Hindus and the Buddhists, to achieve perfection is to be as far away as pos-
sible from the human condition. Buddhist monks usually stay in their monasteries, and Hindu monks on the mountains where they are 
far from the world. Jesus is different. He did indeed go to silent places for prayer and reflection. But he also went out to encounter the 
lives of ordinary people. In his days, Jesus ate with sinners and tax collectors—as well as with the righteous people. He associated 
with prostitutes and the marginalized of society. In other words, instead of staying away from our conditions, Jesus would touch our 
life conditions in an intimate way. He definitely did, and still does, smell like the sheep. In the last analysis, I would say that not only 
St. Paul became all things to all people, but more properly it is God himself, in the person of Jesus Christ, who ultimately becomes all 
to all so that he may win them all over to himself… The Lord himself is the ultimate Good Shepherd: and it is the vocation of the 
Church to follow her Master in her endeavor to shepherd his people.
