FATHER ANTHONY’S FAITH FORMATION CORNER 
Pentecost 

 
The Easter season comes to an END with the Solemnity of Pentecost: the descent 
of the Holy Spirit. Along with Easter and Christmas, Pentecost ranks among the 
most important celebrations within the Catholic liturgical year, as the Church fa-
mously celebrates her “birthday” today. The Gospel reading for Pentecost Sunday is 
always John 20:19-23. We also use this gospel text for Easter—actually the second 
Sunday of Easter, which is still in the “Octave” of Easter; and hence, still considered 
Easter Sunday. In a sense, resurrection and Pentecost are intimately related in St. 
John’s Gospel. Whenever we celebrate Easter, we also celebrate the beginning of 
the Church’s mission, and vice versa. Our missionary life as Church is very much 
related to the mystery of the life, death and resurrection of Jesus! 
 
The risen Jesus’ famous statement “As the Father sent me so I send you” in John 

20:21 reminds us of the commissioning of the disciples to proclaim the Gospel. Throughout the ages, the 
Church has always been “missionary” in nature. Just as the risen Lord sent his disciples then, he still sends 
us now to preach the Good News. As I mentioned earlier, Ascension commemorates the “end” of Jesus’ time 
on earth as he returns to the Father—keeping in mind, though, that Jesus always remains with his Church 
until the end of time. Pentecost also brings us to the “end” of the Easter season: again, of course, the good 
news of the resurrection is to be proclaimed always. 
 
I have said again and again that although Pentecost brings us to the end of the Easter season, the “end” here 
is not really the end. Easter is also the season when children receive their sac-
raments of initiation, like first communion and confirmation. Unfortunately many 
of our teens think that after their confirmation, their faith formation program also 
comes to an “end.” It is a sad commentary on reality that children mature in 
every possible way as they grow up, but their faith life comes to an end at a cer-
tain point: namely their confirmation… Ascension and Pentecost remind us that 
things do not really end here. 
 
On a personal note, though, my time here at St. Barbara Church, my second 
stint, will come to an end this June, as I shall take on a new assignment at St. 
Columban Church in Garden Grove beginning July 1, 2023. In this ministry, we 
come and go, as no one minister is indispensable. Having said that, on this 
Pentecost Sunday, I would like to end posting my reflections and writings on the 
parish bulletin and website. I will have a farewell message later at the end of 
June. But as of now, I would like to stop here…

Suy niệm: “Thánh Thần soi sáng tâm trí, khiến ta khát khao Thiên Chúa, đón nhận chân 
lý siêu nhiên, và làm cho chân lý ấy trở nên dễ hiểu với ta” (B. Graham). Sứ vụ của 
Thánh Thần là làm cho ta trở nên đồng hình đồng dạng với Đức Giê-su, sống hiếu thảo 
với Chúa Cha cũng như với người khác như anh em, theo khuôn mẫu của Con Một Ngài.

tế nhận ra cung cách linh hoạt áp dụng trong những tình huống khác nhau. Trên hết, Thánh Thần khơi lên nơi 
ta lòng khao khát Thiên Chúa, muốn yêu Ngài với trọn quả tim, khối óc, cũng như sức lực của mình. Với lòng 
khao khát ấy, ta sẵn lòng làm mọi sự, miễn là đem lại cho Ngài nụ cười. 
  
Mời Bạn: Nếu nghĩ Thánh Thần chỉ như một sức mạnh máy móc vô hồn, ta sẽ luôn tìm cách vận dụng lèo lái 
Thánh Thần ấy.
